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Frequently Asked Questions

1. What is the process of reviewing the FY24 Non-Profit Supplemental Grant Application for Award? Once Applications are submitted to the Mississippi Office of Homeland Security (MOHS), the Application goes through an internal risk assessment for eligibility and review of required documentation.  After review of eligibility, each Application is scored based on the FEMA Scoring Tool. All Applications are provided to FEMA for their review, scoring and are eligible for award. FEMA provides an internal score to each Application, based on FEMA scoring priorities. FEMA selects the Applicants for funding and then provides an approved Award List to the MOHS. 

2. What is the scoring priority set by FEMA for the FY24 Non-Profit Supplemental Grant Application? Per the FEMA Notice of Funding for the FY24 Non-Profit Supplemental Funding, FEMA has set the below priority factors to add to final scoring. 
· By a factor of four for nonprofit organizations facing heightened threat resulting from the Israel-Hamas war (subapplicants must draw a clear connection between the heightened threat they face and the Israel-Hamas war in their project narratives to qualify for this multiplier) 
· By a factor of three for ideology-based/spiritual/religious entities (e.g., houses of worship, ideology-based/spiritual/religious educational institutions, ideology-based/spiritual/religious medical facilities);
·  By a factor of two for secular educational and medical institutions; and
·  By a factor of one for all other nonprofit organizations.

3. When will the award for the FY24 Non-Profit Supplemental Grant be announced? Per the FEMA Notice of Funding, Award notifications should be anticipated no later than May 10, 2025.

4. When will the Applicants be notified of the Award and who announces the Award? Applicants will be notified as soon as the approved Award List is received from FEMA. Once the official approved Award List is provided to the MOHS, an official notice will be provided to all Applicants. Early notifications on the Award List are not official until the approved Award List is received by FEMA and an announcement is provided by the MOHS. 

5. Will my non-profit be notified by the MOHS, even if I do not receive an award? Yes. All Applicants will receive either a Notice of Funding or a Notice of Non-Approval from the MOHS. 

6. If awarded, how does my Agency get the funds awarded? The MOHS will provide information on the next steps, dates and times for a mandatory Grant Implementation class. Grant Implementation is required for all awards. MOHS will provide information on the grant requirements, compliance information, instructions on the grant award and requirements to receive the federal grant funds. 

7. If I do not get awarded for the FY24 Non-Profit Supplemental Grant Program, can the MOHS provide feedback on scoring or information on why my agency was not funded? Unfortunately, the MOHS does not receive feedback on the FEMA selection process, Application scoring, nor the reasons that Applications are not awarded. 

8. If my agency is not awarded during the FY24 Non-Profit Supplemental Grant Program, will I be able to apply for FY25 Non-Profit Grant Funds. Yes. The FY25 Non-Profit Grant Program will be available to all Non-Profit entities for FY25. Information on FY25 will be posted online on the MOHS website, as soon as information is available. 

9. Will the FY25 Non-Profit be the same, as the FY24 Non-Profit or the FY24 Non-Profit Supplemental Grant Application? No. Each Grant Application is specific to the current grant year and the specifics to the current year of funding. Grant requirements, eligibility and items allowability are subject to change. Information about the FY25 Non-Profit Grant Application will be forthcoming, 
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
